Just2easy is a fantastic resource on Hwb whicli
allows children to access a variety of different
programmes. Children can use J2Code for cod
activities, J2data to create spreadsiteand
databases as well as the writing and drawing
programmes. (There are lesson plans and

Pupils can also use J2blast which has a variety
tests and game that allow children to practes
their spellings and times tables.

J2blast has many different programmes. Spg
blaster is a game where pupils can test
themselves again®ther children in Wales
with their spellings (They will be entered into
leader board with other pupils from across
Wales) This is the same with ttblast. This
allows pupils to test their knowledge of their
times tables. Finally SATs Blast allows puipilg
take curriculum tests which are set in a fun
stress free activity.
