You will have a challenging deci sion to make. Although we would love 

to hav e all the children back in school , you must be sure that you are comfortable with the measures that 

we will put  in place to support the safety o f your childr en, you and our staff.  

 

Education MinisterɅs Announcement ɀ Wednesday 3rd June  

 

A reminder of wh at the mini ster announced : 

 

¶ Schools will re -open to pupils from Monday June 29 th. 

¶ The time will be used to Ʉ Check in, Catch up and PrepareɅ pup ils for the summer an d September . 

¶ The term will be extended to Friday 24th  July with a n extra w eekɅs break in the Autumn  

¶ There will be a phased return approach , built over time.  

¶ Year group s will be split into cohorts with staggered starts, le ssons and breaks, meaning at most a  

third of pupils will be present at any one time.  

¶ Group s will be smaller , providing secure time wit h teachers and classmates  

¶ This time will include a blend of personalised classroom experienc e and online home learning  



 

 

Changes  to the Environment and Socia l Distancing  
 

We will be making changes to different parts of the school t o put social distancing 

in place. We will aim to keep to 2m distancing whilst acknowledging  WG guidance 

recognises how difficult this is for younger children.  

 

Signage : You will see when you come to school that we have put more signage, 

2m distancing markers, tape, hand -washing posters etc . to support you and the children to limit the 

chance of cross -infection.  

 

Outside:  The playground will have queuing lines with clear 2m dist ancing markers and a one -way 

system  will operate around the school . These will also support children in keeping distance when 

outside. Limited resources will  be used per group and these will be  cleaned and  stored for that groups 

use only . There will also be limit ed access to parts of the outsid e environment.  Playground  use will be 

zoned and timetable d. 

 

School Office : During the summer term there will be no access for parents or visitors to the school  

offic e. Please telephone the school or e mail office staff who will be able to help with en quiries. In the 

case of an eme rgency during the day parents should ring the buzzer at the top of the drop off area 

and speak to the office staff.  

 

Indoors:  There will be spots on the floor to encourage social distancing and when  queuing for 

different purposes, like the toilets, hand -washing or queuing to go out at breaktime. Children will only 

be moving around the envi ronment in small groups within their group  and not with  other groups of 

children.  

 

¶ Each child will have a table and chair of their own  

¶ Each group will have a teacher in the classroom  

¶ The children will stay with the same group, the same adult and the same classroom each time 

they come to school  unless they are  in the key worker group  

¶ The children will be given their own pen, pencil, c olours, white board and reso urces that will be  

kept in their own wallet and not shared with others  

¶ We will limit the use of IT equipment  during the summer term. If it is used it w ill be cleaned 

thor oughly between groups.  

¶ The children will  need to bring in their own water bottles FOR WATER ONLY (which they can 

refill in school) and two healthy snacks  for the morning in a  sealed lunch box , one smaller and 

one could include a small san dwich . Please ensure that younger children have food items that 

are easy for them to open  themselves . 

 

Transport  
¶ Newport City Council have confirmed that: ɄThe local authority is working with passenger transport 

providers to develop safe transport for a prioriti sed group of pupils with complex needs and 

disabilities who cannot find alternative methods of transport. Due to unprecedented Covid related 

issues mainstream pupil transport will not be available when schools partially re -open on June 29thɅ. 

The local authority is working to secure safe pupil transport for September and will notify schools 

and parents when there is more informationɅ. 

 



 

Learning and Wellbeing Provision  
¶ There will be a focus on wellbeing activities  ɀ please complete 

the questions with your child at the end of this leaflet . You can upload to See Saw or Google 

classroom if you want to share this with your teacher before you return ! 

¶ There will be a focus on team work skills  

¶ There will be a focus on how home learning has gone and a focus on  key skills 

¶ The summer ter m will be a blend of home  learning an d face to face contact. The volume of 

home learning will be reduced during this time.  

¶ There will be regular timetabled breaks and activities undertaken outside  

 

School Uniform  
¶ Normal school uniform should be worn  

¶ As we wil l be using the o utdoor environment please ensure children wear trainers and a sun 

hat or cap. Please  apply sun cream b efore coming to school.  

 

Hygiene , Handwas hing  and Infection Control  
¶ All children will wash their hands with soap and water when they 

arrive on site, when they c hange activ ity and before  and after eating . 

This will be  done in line with health  and NH S guidance.  

¶ We will be displaying ɄCatch-it, bin -it, kill -itɅ posters around school and 

in classrooms  

¶ We will encourage effective  respiratory hygiene (e.g. cough into elbow)  

¶ Classroom bins will be emptied more frequently  

¶ Where appropriate, we will prop doors open to limit touch -points 

where possible  

¶ School staff  will be provided with anti -bacterial wipes and cleaning  

materials  for classrooms to clean surfaces routinely througho ut the day  

¶ No visitors will be allowed into school where they may come into contact 

with children  

¶ The school will be cleaned  in line with W G guidance and surfaces wiped 

regularly during the day.  

¶ Toilet routines  and timetables will be planned that adhere to social 

distancing  

¶ Hand sanitiser will be available  around school but regular hand washing 

with soap and wa ter will be a pri ority  

PPE 
Å There is currently no requirement from the Gove rnment for staff or pupils to wear any 

PPE in schools  ( including face m asks) , unless a member of staff is dealing with a pupil who is 

ill or presenting with symptoms.  

Å As you can appreciate, this i s also a difficult time for staff an d concerns about the safety 

measures that are put in place to support them. To this end, the s taff have been provided with 

visors and/or face masks to use when in close contact with the children  during first aid . This is 

purely precautionary and not all staff will choose t o wear it.

¶ If your child is entitled to Free School Meals the current voucher system  will contin ue 

 

 

Absence  
Å School registers wil l be taken  

Å The normal day -to -day absence procedures will be changing. There will be no fines for non -

attendance or action taken for children who are not attending.  

Å Currently, for Key Worker children, we send a daily 

return back to Newport City Council. This will 

continue.  

Å If you decide that your child is returning to school we  

expect them continue to attend on their allocated day 

unless they are unwell  

  

 

If your child, or someone in your household, becomes 

symptomatic, you must follow self -isolation protocols.  

 

Falling ill  
¶ It is very important that if yo ur child is showing any symptoms  or is generally unwell then they 

must stay at home and you follow WG  NHS Wales guidance  

¶ If children fall ill in schoo l we will have a d esignated area for isolation and will ring you 

immediately  to collect  

¶ Normal First Aid procedures apply in school  for o ther illness  

 

Medical  
¶ If you r child took home medicines that had been agreed as part of a  plan please contact Mrs
